While in orbit, the
spacecraft collected

samples of solar wind.

In a mid-air capture,
a helicopter will snag the
parachute and lower the 
capsule to the ground.

Upon return to Earth, the
spacecraft capsule will 
deploy a parachute to

slow its descent.

Scientists will study solar
wind samples to learn
more about how the

planets formed.
